SUPERINTENDENT’S CORNER

September is a busy month for the office of the Superintendent and for the local school
board. In September, school districts officially reach the end of the fiscal year on August 31 and
the beginning of the new fiscal year on September 1. During the month of September, the new
budget is adopted and tax levies are set. One of the more common questions I have received re-
cently concerns the wind turbines that have been built in the Allen Consolidated School District
and how much money will they generate for the school. At this time there are both knowns and
unknowns regarding the revenue generated by the turbine project.

We know that money generated by the wind turbines will be collected at the state level
and then distributed to the county. At designated times of the year, the county will then distrib-
ute those dollars to the local taxing entities i.e. - school districts, townships, fire districts, etc. At
this time we do not have an exact figure on what will be sent to the taxing entities nor do we
know exactly when those monies will be distributed first at the county level and second, at the
local taxing entities level.

The Allen Consolidated School Board is committed to using portions of the money from
the wind turbines to help lower the tax levies of property owners. The full effect of the wind tur-
bine money will not fully impact the 2019-2020 school year due to the established timeline for
identification of fiscal need, budget development and adoption. The fiscal year budget is voted
on by the board of education during the September meeting. By this time next year, when the
2020-2021 school year budget is being determined, we will be able to accurately account for the
monies that will be allocated to the school as well as a timeline for disbursement.

Allen Consolidated Schools Improves Student Safety with TIPS

Just a reminder: the TIPS reporting link is on the school website and can be used to allow
the anonymous reporting of bullying, weapons, abuse, vandalism, suicide risks and other
concerning behaviors that may have a negative effect on the school’s learning environment.
TIPS can also be used to report acts of kindness or other make positive comments
in something called a Hero report.

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How it works: if you are worried about friends, students or others, or if you witness concerning behaviors, simply
go to the Allen School website (www.allenschools.org) and click on the TIPS REPORT INCIDENT button.
Select the appropriate incident type, share the necessary details and then SUBMIT.

Once an incident report is made, the principal and designated staff members are immediately notified via email
and can securely review the report details to begin coordinating an appropriate assessment and response.
TIPS provides all team members with the right tools to track and document the actions taken, see related reports,
set automated reminders, review past reports, check school policy, and connect the right dots so no students or
incidents are overlooked.

Please keep in mind that due to confidentiality issues, it may not be possible for reporters to be informed
on how their report was handled and/or how the situation was resolved.
