Seattle, Washington 
January 29, 1963 

While looking through a school bulletin I saw your name which made me think of 
the four years in Allen High School and the Seniors of 1953. I thought you 
might be interested in knowing what they were doing. 

I JUSt returned home about a month ago, from a trip I took through different 
parts of the Lnited States. During the trip and throu5h correspondence I saw 
and heard from all the wonderful people who graduated in '53 f rom Allen High. 

I received a letter from Betty I~er the other day. She is married and has 
JUSt moved to Hawaii. SJ,e said her husband found there was a greater dermnd 
for tractors there. Yesterday while I was down town, I saw a truck with the 
words '' Osbahr Fish Hatcheries'' on the side. It stopped to unload and I ask­
ed the driver about the owner of the hatchery. lie said that his nacre was Har­
old and he carre from Allen.It seems Harold is doing a good business especial­
ly in Canada where his hatcheries are located. 

When, I was passing through Mmtana on my trip, I stopped in one of the Nat­
ional Forests and inquired directions from the forest ranger.When I walked up 
to him I was surprised to find it was Foster Smith. lie told me he had just 
returned from his honeymoon a week before. After I left Montana, I came north 
to Colorado. As my car was getting low on water, I stopped at a very pictur­
esque ranch to get it filled. The fellow who came to the car was none other 
than 8il1Gotch,owner of the spread. l~e invited me in to chat with his family 
which I did.
